A.A.S. - BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION

The business career program in business administration has been developed for students contemplating careers in the expanding field of marketing, sales, retailing, advertising, personnel, office management and other related fields.  The curriculum provides specialized training in management, as well as a comprehensive general education.

MINIMUM DEGREE REQUIREMENTS:

 1.  A minimum of 64 credit hours.

 2.  Eng 093, 094, Mat 096, 098, if indicated by the Placement Test.  Eng 093, 094, and Mat 096, 098 receive zero credit.  Mat 100 will receive free elective credit.

 3.  English:  a minimum of 6 credit hours, to include Eng 101 and 102.     

 4.  Communication:  a minimum of 3 credit hours, to include Com 101.    

 5.  Business:  a minimum of 27 credit hours, to include Acc 101, 151, Bus 101, 210, 260, 261, 213, Csc 100 (or Proficiency), and Csc 102.  

 6.  Business Electives:  a minimum of 6 credit hours.

 7.  Mathematics:  a minimum of 3 credit hours of math (Mat 101 or above) or Bus 153.             

 8.  Science:  a minimum of 3 credit hours.

 9.  Social Science:  a minimum of 9 credit hours, to include Eco 100.  Credits must be diversified among at least 3 of the social science disciplines (with Ant, Geo, Gov, His, Psy, or Soc Prefixes).         

10. Free Elective:  a minimum of 3 credit hours.

11. Health Physical Education:  a minimum of 4 credit hours.  Any selection of Health/Physical Education or Activities courses may be used to satisfy the requirement for graduation, with the stipulation that at least one credit hour be an Hpe Activity course.  Veterans with more than one year of active duty in the armed forces may petition for 2 credit hours of the Hpe credit and for exemption from 2 credit hours of Hpe credit.
